With the return of the popular Meet, Eat and Greet events at your
association pools, we once again offer the opportunity to socialize with
your immediate neighbors. Thisis not only a positive way to strengthen
community through sharing thoughts and ideas on the association level,
but it also offers the perfect setting to devel op new and lasting friendships.

A Year in Snapshot: What It Takesto Run Wynmoor

Wynmoor isathriving, active community—and keeping it safe, beautiful,
and fully operational requiresthe combined effort of Security, Transportation,
and administrative support teams. This snapshot highlightsthe scal e of work
that keeps Wynmoor running every single day.

The Wynmoor Community Council remains dedicated to transparent and
effective governance, as reflected in its robust schedule of meetings and
operational activities. Throughout the year, the Management Committee
meets fifty times a year each Tuesday morning. The Executive Committee
meets 12 times per year, once a month, and Board of Directors meets 12
times per year, once a month.

The Budget and Finance Committee
holds twelve monthly meetings as well and
conducts the annual Budget Workshop,
underscoring the Council’ sstrong commitment
to oversight, financial accountability, and open
communication with residents.

In addition, periodic Townhall meetings
are held every year. Community-focused
gatherings include the Crime Prevention Roundtable, held monthly on
Thursdays in the Grand Ballroom, and Tea Time hosted Wednesdays at the
Country Club Library.

The Liaison Office manages the operations of 44 Associations, maintaining
websites, minute books, agendas, proxies, and overseeing elections. Each
year, the office processes 350—400 sales applications, 1,200—1,500 lease
applications, and 800 —1,000 architectural applications, ensuring all
requests are handled efficiently. The Association conducts approximately
220 meetings each year, which include regular board sessions, committee
meetings, and the required Annual and Budget meetings. In addition to
this extensive meeting schedule, the Architectural Committee meets every
Tuesday morning to review architectural matters, ensure compliance with
community standards, and address ongoing projects.

Daily, the team handles 300400 emails per day and welcomes 30-50
visitors, responding to inquiries and facilitating the needs of residents.
The office receives 31,486 phone calls per year. The volume and variety
of responsibilities highlight the extensive work required to keep Wynmoor
organized and running smoothly.

Security maintains a strong presence with 5,040 patrol hours each month,
checking both the Council property and golf course every two hours (about
84 hours a week each). Yearly gate traffic totals 2,122,536 vehicles—
including 1,319,136 residents and 803,400 guest entries. Dispatch handled
an estimated 8,794 calls, with an additional 760 emergency calls, and
Security completed about 153 reports for the month. Vendor support
remains active with 22 Levy buildings per week, 12 fire alarm installations,

With that in mind, think about how you would like to feel about 2026
at this time next year. Setting a goal rather than making awish is an
important first step.

We have al heard it before. Our world is full of books, seminars,
podcasts and articles about goal setting, particularly this time of year.
Don’'t panic. Making goals doesn’t have to be overwhelming or require
an enormous effort. Start small and start ssimple. You don’t need to
compile along list.

Makeit
simple, 2-5 words. Put it on a card in your wallet. Put it on your computer
and/or phone wallpaper. Post it on your mirror. Get that goal in front
of your face every single day. Each day repeat your phrase out loud to
yourself and think about why you want it. It's much easier to change
habits when you remind yourself why your goal isimportant to you.

Then, follow your action plan and do something every day to move
yourself closer to accomplishing your goal. Meeting a goa is amost
never an accident. It takes planning, action steps, and perseverance.

It sounds simple, but an important part of meeting that goal isto keep
its importance in the front of your mind and just keep at it. No effort
toward your goal is ever wasted. Don't let little setbacks derail you.
Depending on your goal, it may take some time to see tangible results.
That's ok. Keep moving yourself closer and closer to your goa and
never give up.

It’s easy for all of us to wish for better health and fitness. Do you have
awish? Or agoa? If it's still in the wish stage, take the next step and
create agoal and action plan from it to get you where you want to be.
If itisagoal and some-thing you redlly believein, you have the power
to make it happen. Look out 2026!

Why do bad things happen to good people?

The questions of suffering and evil have occupied a central place in
Jewish religious thought for millennia. From the earliest passages of the
Torah to the reflective writings of later sages, Jews have grappled with why
suffering exists and how to respond to evil in the world.

Theodicy isthe attempt to reconcilethe existence of evil and sufferingwith
the belief in a just and benevolent God. In Jewish tradition, this challenge is
acute, given the foundational conviction that God is both all-powerful and
morally good. Theodicy is not merely an abstract philosophical exercise; it
toucheson thelived experiences of individualsand communitieswho seek
meaning in the face of hardship and injustice. Jewish thinkers have long
sought answers to why a righteous God would allow suffering, drawing
on scriptural, philosophical, and experiential resources.

The Torah presents numerous storiesthat confront therealities of suffering
and evil. Perhaps the most well-known is the story of Job, who endures
tremendous hardship despite his righteousness. While Job is not part of
the Torah proper but rather the Writings (Ketuvim), the Torah itself offers
examples such as the enslavement of the Israglitesin Egypt, the suffering
of the patriarchs and matriarchs, and the moral challenges posed by figures
like Pharaoh. These narratives do not shy away from depicting hardship
but instead use it as a means to explore faith, resilience, and divine justice.

For example, the Exodus story centers on the Israelites’ suffering under
Egyptian oppression and their eventual liberation. This tale underscores
themes of hope, endurance, and trust in divine redemption. Similarly, the
binding of Isaac (the Akedah) in Genesis raises profound questions about
obedience, sacrifice, and the limits of human understanding in the face of
divine command.

Rabbinic literature, including the Talmud and midrashim, expands upon
thebiblical narratives, offering nuanced interpretations of suffering and evil.
Some rabbis see suffering as atest or a means of spiritual growth, while
others regard it as a mystery ultimately beyond human comprehension.
The famous saying in Pirkei Avot, “According to the pain is the reward,”
suggests that enduring hardship can lead to spiritual elevation. Medieval

Jewish philosophers such as Maimonides argued that much suffering
stems from natural causes or human free will, rather than direct divine
punishment.

In the aftermath of historical tragedies, such as the destruction of the
Temple or the Holocaust, Jewish thinkers have continued to wrestle with
the problem of evil. Some, like Rabbi Harold Kushner, have suggested that
God’s role is not to prevent all suffering but to help people find meaning
and strength to endureit.

Jewish tradition offers practical toolsfor confronting suffering and evil.
Communal support, prayer, actsof lovingkindness (chesed), and the pursuit
of justice are central responses. The recitation of psalms, mourning rituals,
and the practice of tikkun olam (repairing the world) provide frameworks
for coping with adversity and working to alleviate the suffering of others.
Jewish law and ethics encourage individuals to respond to evil not with
despair, but with active engagement and hope.

Theenduring wisdom of Jewishtextsliesinther refusal to offer smplistic
answersto the challenges of suffering and evil. Instead, they invite ongoing
questioning, communal reflection, and ethical action. Today, as in ancient
times, these teachings encourage individuals and communities to seek
meaning, foster resilience, and strive for justice, affirming the possibility
of hope even in the face of profound adversity.

Some Jewish mystics believed in eschatology-reward and punishment
is meted out in an afterlife or in reincarnation. What are your thoughts?
What do you believe?

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During my recent visit to Munich, | spent an enriching day at the
L enbach Hauslocated near Munich’s Central Train Station, Hauptbahnhof .
This art museum is housed in the former villa of Franz Von Lenbach, a
prominent 19th Century German Painter. At the Lenbach Haus, | devoted
much of my attention to the study of German Paintings with Nature as
the subject matter produced by 19th Century and early 20th Century
German Painters. These German Paintersemphasized the beauty of Nature
and Individualism. At the Lenbach Haus, many of the giants of German
Romantic Painting were very well represented. | saw these works in
the current exhibit, “What Threatens To Disappear Becomes An Image
Man-Nature-Art.” Early, before 1850 German Romantic Painters with
fine oil paintings on canvas on display included; Johan Georg Von Dillis’
“Hirschgarten Near Munich,” in 2025, this enormous beer garden still
existsin the Laim district of Munich, Wilhelm Von Kobell’s “ After The
Hunt on Lake Constance,” Carl Rottmann’s*FoothillsNear Murnau,” Max
Joseph Wagenbauer’s “ Alpine Landscape With Kampenrand,” Albrecht
Adam’s*Mountain Landscape With Ploughing Farmer,” Heinrich Burkel’s
“Traces of Carriage in Field,” Norwegian born, Johan Christian Dahl’s
“Game at Gudden Near Dresden,” Wilhelm Hertling's* Sunny Meadow,”
and Christian Ernst Morganstern’s “Lake Starnberg.” The works of these
German Painters that I mentioned had a major influence on America’s
Hudson School Painters such as; Thomas Cole and Asher Durand.

Moonlight.” During the time of the Nazi Regime in Germany, paintings
by Gabrielle Munter, Wassily Kandinsky, Alexel Jawlensky and Lovis
Corinthwerelabelled “ Degenerate” by the Nazi Party and outlawed, after
the “Degenerate Art Show” held at the Haus of Art on Prinzerefenstrasse
in Munich in 1933.

In closing at the Lenbach Haus, the works of Art arelabelled in English
as well as German. The curatorial work of the staff was wunderbar. The
L enbach Haus al so emphasizesthe Blue Rider School Painters, including
Franz Marc“BlueHorses’” and Marianne Werefkin, in addition to Munter,
Jawlensky, Kandinsky, and Coriinth.

Homestead Exemptions Automatically Renew

After your initial application for Homestead Exemption has been
approved, this exemption automatically renews each year unless
thereis achange of ownership or eligible use of your homesteaded
property. Each January, our office mails a Homestead Exemption
Renewal Receipt and “Change Order” card to all Homesteaded
properties. Florida law requires the property owner to notify the
Property Appraiser of any change which may affect homestead
eligibility. This “Change Order” card provides an easy way to
communicate any important changes to our office.

If there are NO changes to the use and/or ownership of
your property, ssmply keep the card as your receipt that your
Homestead Exemption has automatically renewed for another
year. However, if there are changes, please mark the Change Order
accordingly and return it to our office.

If your name is not printed in the “HOMESTEADED
OWNERS’ section on thiscard, it meansyou arenot protected
by Homestead Exemption at thisproperty. You may beontitleto
your property, but you arenot recelving Homestead Exemption.
If you are eligible for Homestead Exemption on this property, but
your name is not listed in the Homesteaded Owners section of
the renewal you must complete your own Homestead Exemption

application. Pleasevisit our website at web.bcpa.net to apply for the
2026 Homestead Exemption.

If you are a co-owner, surviving spouse, trust beneficiary or
otherwise believe you are eligible for this exemption, you must file
your own Homestead Exemption application to receive the benefit.

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GRIEVING and LOSS
Under standing Helps Coping

My mother died last year at the age of 87. She had alwayslived with us
and died, as she had wished—peacefully in her sleep with usby her side.
For decades, we provided her with love, joy, dignity, respect, physical
and emotional comfort. As a daughter, |1 could not have wished for a
better life or death for my mother. Nevertheless, losing her caused me
the unimaginably intense pain of grief.

Grief is a natural, complex response to significant loss. It’s the suffering
we feel when someone or something you love is taken away. The pain
of loss can feel intense and overwhelming, disrupting our physical and
mental health aswell asour behavior. Ber eavement, the death of aloved
one, isthe most common cause of intense grief, but any meaningful loss
cantrigger it. It isadeeply personal experience and differsamong people
and types of losses.

Types of loss are diverse. Tangible losses include death of arelative,
friend or pet. As we age, we might lose health or physical or mental
abilities. Divorce, estrangement, or the end of a friendship or romantic
relationship are tangible losses as well as the loss of a home, a job, income
or property.

There are also intangible losses. “Empty nest syndrome” can be the
loss of identity as aparent. Retirement or unemployment can seem likea
loss of professional identity, social position, or purpose. Other intangible
losses can include loss of autonomy and independence related to aging
or infirmity; loss of personal goals or dreams as yesterdays outnumber
tomorrows; loss of safety or trust if we are victims of a crime, a scam or
an accident. Loss of a sense of justice, or spiritual or foundational beliefs
are intangible losses that can cause intense grief.

Thereisno“grief hierarchy” where oneloss should trigger adeeper grief
reaction than another loss. Whatever loss you have suffered, there is no
right or wrong way to grieve. There should be no shame and no timetable
for the feelings of pain after the loss. If the person, pet, relationship,
physical possession, or situation was significant to you, it’s normal to
grieve the loss you're experiencing. Whatever the cause of your grief,
though, there are healthy ways to cope with the pain.

To process grief healthily, acknowledge your feelings and express
your emotions. Share stories and feelingswith trusted friends, family, or
support groups; write down your thoughts to channel emotions and track
progress; use art, music, or dance to express what words can’t. Prioritize
self-care by trying to keep a regular sleeping schedule; eat nutritious,
regular meals and hydrate; exercise; take nature walks. Seek support &
connection with understanding friends and family; join support groups
which offer a safe space with people who understand. Professional help
with therapy or counseling can provide tools for coping with complex
grief. Move forward and find new routines, activities or ways to honor
your loved one. Most of all, be patient. Understand that healing takes
time. Ups and downs are to be expected.

You may have heard about the “five stages of grief.” These were first
described in 1969, psychiatrist Dr. Elisabeth Kibler-Ross in her classic
book on Death and Dying. The “stages’ were based on interviews of
patientswho were dying from terminal illness. Dr. K Uibler-Ross observed
that dying peoplewere grieving becausetheir liveswere coming to an end
and described how they came to terms with their impending mortality.

In their simplest form the five stages are:

1. DENIAL: “ This can’'t be happening. The doctors are wrong”

2. ANGER: “Thisis so unfair. Who is to blame? God/fate/doctors let
me down”

3. BARGAINING: “Can’t I fix this? Make this not happen, and in
returntwill "~

4. DEPRESSION: “I'm so sad thinking of all I'll be missing and those
who will miss me”

5. ACCEPTANCE: “I'm at peace with what happened. This is my
fate, my destiny”

The book was so popular and the ideas so ssimple, many people have
generalized these stages to losses and negative life changes other than
impending death. Although these “stages’ have a certain degree of
common sense, research shows that grieving is afar more complex and
unpredictable experience.

Today, most mental health professionals do not consider the “Five
Stages of Grief” as arelevant or accurate model for all types of losses.
People may experience them out of order, skip them, or revisit them. In
fact, some people resolve their grief without going through any of these
stages. Dr. Kubler-Ross herself never intended for these stages to be a
rigid framework that applies to everyone who mourns. In her last book

before her death in 2004, she said of the five stages of grief: “ They were never
meant to help tuck messy emotions into neat packages. They are responses
to loss that many people have, but there is not a typical response to loss, as
there is no typical loss. Our grieving is as individual as our lives.”

Bereavement isahighly individualized, complex and unpredictable process.
Grief from any loss can be more or less severe. We can sometimes see grief
in others but sometimes we can never know the pain or suffering someone
elseisfeeling by how they behave in public. Although there is no timetable,
difficult periods of grief should become less intense and shorter as time goes
by, but it takestimeto work through aloss. Even years after aloss, especially
at specia events and dates such as holidays and anniversaries, we may till
experience a strong sense of grief.

Grieving relatives, friends and neighbors need our support. Follow
that person’s lead, and resist judging whether they seem to be dwelling in
grief for too long or to be insufficiently sad. Offering practical help and an
acknowledgment of loss are both positive actions. Many mourners want
those around them to listen, ask questions, and share memories, thereby
confirming the depth and validity of the griever’s feelings and helping them
heal. Sending cards or flowers; preparing food; providing childcare; doing
household chores; contributing to a cause that is meaningful to the family;
offering transportation are just some of the ways we can help.

Be available but don’t impose. Sometimes, when people are grieving,
they don’t want to talk or listen. They simply want you to be there for them.
Let the grieving person express the full range of their emotions. Be patient
and understanding but not patronizing. Don’t claim to know how the other
person is feeling. Don't force the person to talk or share feelings. Don’t be
concerned about mentioning the deceased person’s name or sharing a fond
memory of the person while in the company of the bereaved. They, too, are
thinking about their loved one. It’s acceptable and natural to bring the name
into conversation. Remember that grieving takestime and isanatural human
process. No matter how much you want to “ stop the hurt,” the bereaved must
endurethe grieving process. Allow them time and carefor them asthey move
through it.

BSO's Fire Rescue and Emergency Services: Excellence in Critical Response

With more than 890 dedicated professionals, the Broward
Sheriff’s Office (BSO) Fire Rescue and Emergency Services
(FRES) stands as one of the most comprehensive and skilled
fire rescue organizations in the state. Our team provides fire
suppression, fire protection, emergency medical services
and critical public safety education to residents in eight
Broward County municipalities, including unincorporated
areas. We also proudly protect two of the region’s most
vital transportation hubs: the Fort Lauderdale-Hollywood
International Airport and Port Everglades. Across the
county, our specialized Hazardous Materials, Air Rescue and
Technical Rescue Teams ensure we are ready to respond to
the most complex emergencies.

Every day, BSO’s FRES delivers high-quality, full-service
fire and rescue support to residents and visitors of Broward County. Fire
Operations is the largest and most visible division within BSO FRES,
overseeing daily fire suppression and protection efforts, emergency medical
services, fire prevention activities and regional support services. Operating
from 25 stations, BSO Fire Operations responded to more than 60,000
emergency incidents during fiscal year 2024/2025.

Supporting these efforts is the Emergency Medical Services (EMS)
Division, staffed by highly skilled dual certified firefighter paramedics.
Among them are the specialized personnel assigned to BSO’s front-line
Air Rescue helicopter, Air Rescue 85 (ARS85). ARS8S treats and transports
critically injured and severely ill patients both within and beyond Broward
County, from the Florida Keys to Orlando. These professionals are experts
in advanced airway interventions and whole blood administration, ensuring
patients receive lifesaving care when minutes matter most.

BSO FRES continues to innovate and lead in pre-hospital trauma care
through our groundbreaking Whole Blood Program. As the first organization
in Florida to administer whole blood in the field, BSO is setting the standard in
emergency medical care. This program eliminates delays in critical treatment
by delivering whole blood at the scene or during transport, giving trauma
patients a greater chance at survival. Since its launch in 2020, the program
has administered whole blood to more than 350 patients and maintains a
nearly 80% survival rate.

Our commitment extends to every aspect of fire rescue and public
safety. BSO’s Office of Emergency Management (OEM) strengthens the

organization’s overall preparedness through planning,
readiness operations, training, outreach and administration.
In 2025, OEM facilitated and participated in hands-on, real-
world exercises addressing infectious disease, hurricanes,
radiological emergencies and aviation incidents with
hospitals, schools and local government partners. OEM
personnel were also deployed to New Mexico for flood
response and to Taylor County, Florida, following Hurricane
Helene, providing direct assistance to communities in need.

BSO’s FRES Special Operations team provides advanced
technical rescue and hazardous materials response in
support of BSO personnel and regional fire rescue partners.
BSO’s Technical Rescue Team (TRT) responds to extreme
rescue situations such as building collapses and emergency
shoring operations. TRT members must possess operational and technical
certifications, participate in extensive training and demonstrate exceptional
proficiency in special rescue operations. In addition, the BSO FRES also
operates a Type 1 Hazardous Materials (HAZMAT) Team, the highest
designation recognized by the State of Florida. These teams are designed
to handle the most complex, large-scale incidents involving high-hazard
or unknown materials. Equipped with the most sophisticated hazardous
materials detection and response system available, BSO’s HAZMAT team
has been instrumental in major disaster responses, including Hurricanes lan
and Helene.

Preventing emergencies before they occur is equally important. The
Fire Prevention Division provides essential fire and life safety services by
enforcing adopted fire and life safety codes through inspections, public
education and community outreach. The Fire and Life Safety Educators also
provide programs that include hands-only CPR, infant car seat installations
and inspections, bleeding control and safe driving initiatives. In 2025, more
than 40,000 residents participated in these educational workshops, building
safer, more informed communities throughout Broward County.

Across the county and beyond, BSO’s FRES remains steadfast in its
mission to protect lives and deliver exceptional service during every call.
From routine emergencies to the most complex disasters, our experienced
and dedicated team stands prepared and ready to serve.

names. It's not controlled by the government and not on the radar of
the banks, meaning, once you put your cash in the machine you will
never get it back.

Bitcoin machines arelocated throughout Broward County. We have
at least three here in Coconut Creek. Are of them are located at gas
stations or convenience stores. The bad guys know the locations and
will stay onthe phonewith their victims, directing themto aparticular
Bitcoin machine and coaching them on how to use it.

We have issued multiple Scam Alerts in the past year involving
Bitcoin. The scammers use a variety of different tactics to get their
victimsto send them money through the machines. Most of it involves
fear. They claim you are in trouble with the IRS. They say the police
are investigating because they found something sinister on your
computer. They’ll tell you the only way to get clear of this supposed
mess is to send them money through that Bitcoin machine.

That iswhy, if anyone ever tells you to go to your bank, withdraw
abunch of money, and put it in a Bitcoin machine to magically solve
all your problems — I want you to picture in your head that airplane...
and you jumping out of it without a parachute. Because that’s exactly
what you' re doing.

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Avoiding Probate On Your Home

By Martin Zevin, Attorney

There are several ways to avoid probate on your
home when you die.

Let us assume that you own your home jointly with
your spouse and that you have two children. You
want your two children toinherit your home equally.

The first option would be to add the names of your
two children to the Deed as joint tenants with right of
survivorship. Thisisnot agood idea. It would affect
your ability to claim your full homestead exemption.
In addition, you lose control of your property and
canonly sell it if your children both agree and sign

Deed without the permission of your children. The
Lady Bird has specific legal language to be effective;
therefore, do not attempt to do this on your own.
EvenwiththeLady Bird, therearerisks. Theworst
| riskisif, God forbid, your children die with you in
| a common accident. There would then need to be
separate probates for your children and for you.
The best way to avoid probate on your homeisto
doaRevocableLiving Trust. The new Deed transfers
the property to you as Trustees of your Trust. You
are ableto keep your homestead exemption, maintain

al closing documents. If you wanted to take one
of the children off the Deed, you would be unable to do so. If one of your
children files for bankruptcy, has an adverse judgment or files for divorce,
your property could be subject to liens or other legal action. Therefore, I
recommend against a Deed with your children as joint tenants with right of
survivorship.

The second option is a Life Estate Deed. There are two types of Life
Estate Deed: Regular and Enhanced (also referred to as Lady Bird). Both
designate your children as having the residuary interest when you both die.
The regular Life Estate Deed requires that your children join in any sale or
other changes on the Deed; therefore, you have lost control and cannot take
your children’s names off the Deed. The Lady Bird gives you the soleright
to sell the property during your lifetime or make any other changes to the

control of the property and make amendments
without changing the Deed. Thereare no risksinvolved, sinceyour children’s
names do not appear on the Deed. The only disadvantage of the Trust isthat
it will cost more money in attorney’s fees. When you discuss the options
with your attorney, you should discuss the difference in fees between the
Trust and the Lady Bird. You can then determine whether it isworth saving
the money and taking the risksinvolved in the Lady Bird.
